Delegates Registration
Registration opens on Thursday 16th May at 8.00am in the
Exhibitors Lounge, Guineas Rooms, Top Floor of the Ellerslie
Stand, at the Ellerslie Event Centre.  Please pick up your
delegates pass and registration pack. The Auckland Branch
Committee will be on hand to pass on any information and
answer any questions you may have. 
 
Please ensure that you wear your delegate pass during
conference. Contained within this is your link to the
Conference programme. The main Conference Plenary
Sessions are being held in Guineas 1, catering and
exhibitors are in the Exhibitors Lounge (Guineas 2 & 3). 

Briefing For First-time Attendees
All first-time conference attendees are invited to attend a
Briefing at 8.30am in the Exhibitors Lounge (Guineas 2). This
Briefing will give you an outline of what to expect and
inform you of any additional information you may require.
Please join us for this short session to help ensure that your
Conference experience is enjoyable.

Conference Plenary Sessions
Delegates are encouraged to participate fully and attend all
Plenary sessions. These will take place in Guineas 1.

Parking at the Ellerslie Event Centre
The main parking for the Ellerslie Event Centre is now
located in the centre of the racetrack. This is Free Parking
for those attending events at the Ellerslie Event Centre. 

Please enter at 16 Derby Downs Place (Off Ladies Mile),
drive through the tunnel and continue on the road until you
reach the carpark that is located within the racecourse
infield. Once you have parked your car, head on foot to the
pedestrian tunnel which will guide you safely beneath the
racetrack to reach the event centre. (Please do not cross
the racetrack itself). It’s about a 200m walk from the
carpark to the Ellerslie Stand (the white building) which will
be the first building you will come across.

If you have deliveries or require mobility parking you
can still access the grounds via the main entrance at
100 Ascot Road, Remuera (Greenlane Roundabout).
There is a small amount of parking available.
If approaching on the motorway from the city, exit at
the Tecoma Road offramp (next offramp past
Greenlane exit), follow the signs to turn (left, right, left)
onto Ladies Mile.
If approaching on the Motorway from the south, exit at
the Panmure-Ellerslie exit, drive through the Ellerslie
Village and turn right (after the pedestrian crossing)
onto Ladies Mile.

Accommodation - Novotel Ellerslie
For those of you who have indicated to us that you will be
staying, accommodation has been booked for you in the
hotel. You will be sent a confirmation email this week.

Please check into the hotel as per normal — you will need
to present a credit card. On your departure from the hotel
all other additional room expenses (including breakfast) are
required to be settled directly with the hotel.

Please note: Check in time is from 2pm. Check out time is
10.00am

Hotel Parking - Paid Parking
Parking is at your own expense. 
Hotel Parking (Paid – Parking machine is located in the
hotel car park $20/night) is on a FIFS basis at the hotel. 
There is further parking (paid) available approximately
100m away ($7.50/24hr period)

The hotel is a short 400m walk from the Ellerslie Event
Centre.
